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Bye Bye Bike New Parking Enforcement in North
Warwickshire

Coleshill SNT have been conducting high visibility
patrols following a large volume of reports of off-road
bikes causing Antisocial behaviour.

North Warwickshire have new parking enforcement.

Parking charges in North Warwickshire commenced from
Monday 21st February 2022.

You have up to 2 hours FREE parking, but you will still
need to print a ticket.

Please respect wardens when they are operating their
duty and park responsibly.

We will be continuing to conduct school parking patrols in
the villages.

On Monday 14" March, PCSO Beale was on patrol in the
Kingsbury area when he witnessed an off-road bike
travelling on the Tamworth Road. Both the rider and pillion
passenger were not wearing helmets but using balaclavas
to mask their identity.

PCSO Beale managed to approach the rider when the bike
had stopped to refuel. The bike was seized, and the rider
(a local man) was reported for having no insurance.

If you see an off-road bike driving in an unsafe manner or
somewhere they shouldnodt be
report it. If you can get a VRM or description of the bike
that would help us to try and identify the drivers.
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
